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NAME	  International Confederation of Cardiorespiratory Physical Therapists (ICCrPT)

MISSION
To promote excellence in practice, education, and research of Physical Therapy in Cardiorespiratory (CR) health internationally, and to provide a means by which WCPT members having a common interest in cardiorespiratory health may meet, confer, and promote these interests.

OBJECTIVES
· Advance and promote the professional interest of CR Physical Therapy worldwide
· To encourage improved standards and consistency of CR practice by Physical Therapists
· To encourage scientific research, collaboration and promotion of opportunities for the spread of knowledge and new developments in the field of CR health. 
· To encourage consistent standards of education in CR Physical Therapy
· To assist WCPT member organisations in the development of recognised sub-sections in cardiorespiratory health

ICCrPT acknowledges that physiotherapy and physiotherapist may be appropriate terms for member organisations to use because that reflects the terminology in their country
MEMBERSHIP
The ICCrPT shall be composed of Member Organisations or groups recognised by their Member Organisation. Members of the groups must also be members of the WCPT Member Organisation. Subgroups shall comprise at least 10 members representing at least 3 Regions.

The ICCrPT governing body shall be composed of Physical Therapists only. There shall be an Executive Committee consisting of a President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer and any other members, co-opted as required from time to time. 
The Executive Committee should meet at least twice a year however there is no requirement for those meetings to be face-to-face.
The Executive Committee would ordinarily be elected at the time of the WCPT General Meetings. The Executive committee will be voted in by a simple majority as indicated by a show of hands from those MO representatives in attendance and/or those holding the written proxy votes from those MO representatives unable to be in attendance. Members will be appointed to the Executive Committee for a term of four (4) years commencing from 1 July following the WCPT General Meeting in which they were elected and to a maximum of two (2) consecutive terms, unless otherwise removed by a resolution of the membership or acceptance of resignation. 

REPORTING
The ICCrPT shall provide an annual report of activities and a financial statement to each representative of the sub group members for distribution by those representatives to their organisation.
The ICCrPT shall submit articles, accounts, reports and other information to the Executive Committee as requested (WCPT Article 7.5)
The Executive Committee of the ICCrPT shall keep a register of members and their financial status, if any.

ICCrPT RIGHTS WITHIN WCPT 
Subgroups may send a delegate to General Meetings with a right to speak but not the right to propose motions or to vote (WCPT Article 7.7).

ICCrPT REQUIREMENTS WITHIN WCPT 
The ICCrPT shall operate as an independent organisation.  However if the ICCrPT meets the requirements of a Sub-group of the WCPT and be recognised by the WCPT as such, it would be 

The ICCrPT shall:
· Comply with WCPT Articles (WCPT Article 7.3)
· Submit their articles and other information as requested by WCPT Executive Committee (WCPT Article 7.5)
·  Submit proposed amendments to their articles for approval of WCPT Executive Committee.
·  Submit all documents required in the official language of the WCPT which is English.

FINANCE
The ICCrPT shall:
· Be financially independent of WCPT (WCPT Article 7.6)
· Pay such fees as the General Meeting may require
· Keep financial accounts and audit them annually.

WITHDRAWAL FROM WCPT OR WITHDRAWAL OF APPROVAL BY WCPT
ICCrPT may withdraw from WCPT by giving 6 months notice prior to the General Meeting of WCPT and with the documented vote of 2/3 of the membership.
The WCPT Executive Committee may recommend that the General Meeting withdraw approval of the subgroup.
Nine months notice must be given to the Subgroup of WCPT Executive Committee’s intention to recommend withdrawal of approval.
Representatives of the Subgroup may be present and two may speak on its behalf 
A 2/3 vote of the WCPT General Meeting is required for withdrawal of approval.

In the event of withdrawal from WCPT or withdrawal of approval by WCPT all remaining funds of the ICCrPT shall be turned over to WCPT for the purpose of furthering the interest of cardiorespiratory Physical Therapy globally.

WCPT ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION RELATED TO SUBGROUPS
(adopted at the 14th General Meeting, May 1999; Article 7.4 amended at 15th GM June 2003))
ARTICLE 14
SUB-GROUP DETAILS
Formation
Subgroups shall:
Have a specific interest and be organised to exchange scientific knowledge and to promote the advancement of Physical Therapy (Article 7.1) 
Be composed of Member Organisations or groups recognised by their Member Organisation. Members of the groups must also be members of the WCPT Member Organisation. Subgroups shall comprise at least 10 members representing at least 3 Regions (Article 7.4)
Be approved by WCPT Executive Committee and have their status confirmed at the next and each succeeding General Meeting (Article 7.2)
Reports
Submit articles, accounts, reports and other information to the Executive Committee as requested (Article 7.5)
Rights 
Subgroups may send a delegate to General Meetings with a right to speak but not the right to propose motions or to vote (Article 7.7).
14.1. Requirements
Subgroups shall:
Comply with WCPT Articles (Article 7.3)
Submit their articles and other information as requested by WCPT Executive Committee (Article 7.5)
14.1.1 Have a governing body composed of Physical Therapists only.
14.1.2 Submit proposed amendments to their articles for approval of WCPT Executive Committee.
14.1.3 Submit all documents required in the official language of WCPT.
14.2 Finance
Subgroups shall:
Be financially independent of WCPT (Article 7.6)
14.2.1	Pay such fees as the General Meeting might require
14.2.2	Keep financial accounts and audit them annually
14.3 Withdrawal or withdrawal of approval 
14.3.1. Subgroups may withdraw from WCPT by methods contained in their Articles.
14.3.2. The WCPT Executive Committee may recommend that the General Meeting withdraw approval of the subgroup.
14.3.2.1 Nine months notice must be given to the Subgroup of WCPT Executive Committee’s intention to recommend withdrawal of approval 
14.3.2.2 Representatives of the Subgroup may be present and two may speak on its behalf 
14.3.2.3 A 2/3 vote of the General Meeting is required for withdrawal of approval.
